Published online (and attached) is Police Scotland's Major Crime Review: Guidance document, laying out the framework for independent reviews of investigations.
By way of the FOI act, I would like to request the equivalent document(s) which were in place for Northern Constabulary between 1990 and 2010. 
That is, I would like to request the documents which outline the Northern Constabulary policy, for each year during this period, for independent reviews of murder investigations. I don't assume there will be a new policy document for each of these years, but I thought it might have been updated and revised a few times between 1990 and 2010.
In response to your request, and in terms of Section 17 of the Freedom of Information (Scotland) Act 2002, this represents a notice that the information you seek is not held by Police Scotland.

Following an OSIC appeal, you can appeal to the Court of Session on a point of law only.
