The fines associated with Fixed Penalty Notices are paid to the Scottish Court Service (SCS) and prosecution for non-payment of an FPN would be at their discretion.
Where an individual is reported to the Crown Office and Procurator Fiscal Service (COPFS) for not having a valid MOT certificate (as opposed to being issued with an FPN), it is at the discretion of COPFS whether to prosecute the case and proceed to court.
