Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
I’m attempting to get some more detailed information regarding the nature of rape in the United Kingdom, most notably in terms of victim/suspect demographics. 
I was wondering if for the most recent years available (dating back to 2020 at least), you would be able to provide an ethnic/racial breakdown of rape offences (ignoring other sexual offences) in Scotland with both the victim and the assailant. For example how many White victims were attacked by Asian suspects, how many Black victims were attacked by White suspects, how many Other victims were attacked by Black suspects. 
If possible, I'd also like separate tables for different relationships (like acquaintance, relative, stranger e.g.) as well as under 18s and over 18s.  In addition to that, separate publications with all of this info I mentioned but simply for both the Cities of Edinburgh and Glasgow would also be greatly appreciated.
Unfortunately, I estimate that it would cost well in excess of the current FOI cost threshold of £600 to process your request.  I am therefore refusing to provide the information sought in terms of section 12(1) of the Act - Excessive Cost of Compliance.
To explain, there is no facility available which would automatically retrieve the level of details requested. All Rape offences for time period specified would need to be manually assessed.
