Purpose / Scope 

This Standard Operating Procedure (SOP) supports the following Police Service of Scotland, hereafter referred to as Police Scotland, Policy for Road Policing.

The SOP aims to record the guidelines and operational procedures that require to be adhered to by officers who are dealing with offences, relating to drink or drug driving and drink and drug offences relating to railways, marine and aviation functions.
2.
Road Traffic Act 1988 (RTA 1988)
Alcohol

Section 4: creates an offence for a person who is driving, attempting to drive or is in charge of a mechanically propelled vehicles on a road or other public place whilst unfit to drive through drink of drugs.

Section 5: creates an offence for a person who is driving, attempting to drive or is in charge of a motor vehicle on a road or other public place with alcohol above a prescribed limit.
Prescribed Limits – Alcohol:

· Breath: 22 microgrammes of alcohol in 100ml of breath

· Blood: 50 milligrammes of alcohol in 100ml of blood

· Urine: 67 milligrammes of alcohol in 100ml of urine

Drugs

Section 5A: creates an offence for a person who is driving, attempting to drive or is in charge of a motor vehicle on a road or other public place with a specified controlled drug above a prescribed limit.

Prescribed Limits for Drugs (Limits for drugs are only set in blood) can be found on the Road Policing intranet page.
3.
Railway – Drink / Drugs Offences
The Transport and Work Act 1992 (TaWA 1992) applies to:

· A railway;

· A tramway; or,
· A system which uses another mode of guided transport and is specified for the purpose of this by an order made by the Secretary of State.

Creates an offence if a person working on a transport system:

· As a driver, guard, conductor or signalman or in any other capacity, which he can control or affect the movement of a vehicle; or,

· In a maintenance capacity or as a supervisor of or look out for a person working in a maintenance capacity,
When he is unfit to carry out that work through drink or drugs or is over the prescribed limit, he shall be guilty of an offence.

A person shall be taken to be unfit to carry out any work if his ability to carry out that work properly is for the time being impaired.

A person works on a transport system in a maintenance capacity if his work on the system involves maintenance, repair or alteration of:

· The permanent way or other means of guiding or supporting vehicles; 

· Signals or any other means of controlling the movement of vehicles; or,

· Any means of supplying electricity to vehicles or to the means of guiding or supporting vehicles; or,

· Involves coupling or uncoupling vehicles or checking that they are working properly before they are used on any occasion.

Prescribed Limits

· Breath: 35 microgrammes of alcohol in 100ml of breath

· Blood: 80 milligrammes of alcohol in 100ml of blood

· Urine: 107 milligrammes of alcohol in 100ml of urine

Safety

Officers must ensure that where the person is performing a task that is essential to the safe operation of the railway, a railway supervisor is contacted to make them aware of the incident. 

Where the location of the person is on or near the railway line, it is essential that officers move to a place of safety before a breath test procedure is undertaken. If it appears that a responsible operator or employer (contractor) has failed to exercise due diligence to prevent a Transport and Works Act 1992 offence, the circumstances should be reported to British Transport Police for further investigation.
4.
Marine – Drink / Drugs Offences

The Railway and Transport Safety Act 2003 (RaTSA 2003): A person to whom the legislation applies commits and offence if their ability to carry out their duties is impaired because of drink or drugs or the proportion of alcohol in their breath, blood or urine exceeds the prescribed limit.

Prescribed Limits

· Breath: 25 microgrammes of alcohol in 100ml of breath

· Blood: 50 milligrammes of alcohol in 100ml of blood

· Urine: 67 milligrammes of alcohol in 100ml of urine

The legislation applies to the following on duty professional staff: 

· A professional master of a ship;

· A professional pilot of a ship;

· A professional seaman in a ship

· A master, pilot or seaman is professional if (and only if) he acts as master, pilot or seaman in the course of a business or employment

The legislation applies to the following off duty professional staff: 

· a professional seaman in a ship when they are not on duty, but in the event of an emergency they would or might be required by the nature of the terms of their engagement or employment to take action to protect the safety of passenger.

Section 80 of the Act deals with non-professional or recreational mariners however, this has not yet been enacted. Should the circumstances merit, the Common Law crime of Reckless Conduct may be considered.

A number of harbours and waterways have local byelaws in place in relation to non-professional mariners navigating ships or vessels whilst under the influence of alcohol or drugs. Officers should check with local harbour master, coastguard or ports unit for further details. 

5. 
Aviation – Drink / Drugs Offences

The Railway and Transport Safety Act 2003 (RaTSA 2003): A person to whom the legislation applies commits and offence if their ability to carry out their duties is impaired because of drink or drugs or the proportion of alcohol in their breath, blood or urine exceeds the prescribed limit.

Aviation Functions / Maintenance Engineer

The following are aviation functions:

· Acting as a pilot of an aircraft during flight;

· Acting as flight navigator of an aircraft during flight;

· Acting as flight engineer of an aircraft during flight; 

· Acting as a member of the cabin crew of an aircraft during flight; 

· Attending the flight deck of an aircraft during flight to give or supervise training to administer a test, to observe a period of practice or to monitor or record the gaining of experience;

· Acting as flight radio-telephony operator of an aircraft during flight; 

· Acting as an air traffic controller in pursuance of a licence granted under or by virtue of an enactment (other than a licence granted to a student); and, 

· Acting as a licensed aircraft maintenance engineer.

Prescribed Limits - Aviation or ancillary function

An activity shall be treated as ancillary to an aviation function if it is undertaken:

· By a person who has reported for a period of duty in respect of the function; and,
· As a requirement of, for the purpose of or in connection with the performance of the function during that period of duty. 
A person who, in accordance with the terms of an employment or undertaking, holds himself ready to perform an aviation function if called upon, shall be treated as carrying out an activity ancillary to the function. 

Where a person sets out to perform an aviation function, anything which he does by way of preparing to perform the function shall be treated as an activity ancillary to it.

· Breath: 9 microgrammes of alcohol in 100ml of breath

· Blood: 20 milligrammes of alcohol in 100ml of blood

· Urine: 27 milligrammes of alcohol in 100ml of urine

Licenced Aircraft Maintenance Engineer

A person is acting as a licensed aircraft engineer if:

· He issues a document relating to the maintenance, condition or use of an aircraft or equipment in reliance on a licence granted under or by virtue of an enactment relating to aviation; or,  

· He carries out or supervises work on an aircraft or equipment with a view to, or in connection with, the issue by him of a document of the kind specified in paragraph above.

Prescribed Limits - Licenced Aircraft Maintenance Engineer

· Breath: 35 microgrammes of alcohol in 100ml of breath

· Blood: 80 milligrammes of alcohol in 100ml of blood

· Urine: 107 milligrammes of alcohol in 100ml of urine

6.
Preliminary Tests – RTA 1988

Powers to require a preliminary test:

· Moving road traffic offence.

· Driver of vehicle involved in an accident.

· Reasonable cause to suspect alcohol / drugs.

A preliminary test can only be required when dealing with the driver of a motor vehicle (MV). When dealing with a mechanically propelled vehicle (MPV) which is not a MV, consider offences under section 4 RTA 1988.

Preliminary Breath Tests 

· Must be carried out in accordance with manufacturer’s operating instructions;

· An officer can require a driver to comply with one test;

· A positive test provides the power to arrest and require evidential samples.

Preliminary Drug Test 

· Can only be carried out by trained and authorised officers;

· An authorised officers can require a driver to comply with a maximum of three preliminary drug tests;

· A positive test provides the power to arrest and require evidential samples;
· Officers must record the device number in their notebook / mobile device.

Preliminary Impairment Test (PIT) 

· Can only be carried out by trained and authorised officers

· An authorised officer can require a driver to comply with one test

· There is no power of arrest following a positive PIT. If a driver fails the PIT the driver should be arrested under the Criminal Justice (Scotland) Act 2016 for an offence under S4 RTA 1988. A Doctors opinion on condition must be obtained prior to requiring an evidential sample.

An officer must be in uniform to administer any preliminary test, except after a road traffic accident.

Medical Examination

Where accused agrees, the examination can only be carried out by a Force Medical Examiner (FME) (Doctor) and must be out with the presence of police officers. Consent to examine should be confirmed by FME and accused informed that if drugs are suspected, the Police will be informed so that blood / urine can be required.

Where the accused refuses to consent or is incapable of giving consent the FME should make observations only.

The results of the examination / observations must be recorded by the FME on a soul and conscience form, which should be placed in an envelope, sealed and marked confidential, before being forwarded to the PF.

Where the FME notifies officers that there is a condition, which may be due to some drug, they must require a blood / urine sample and the samples must be taken in the presence of a police officer and submit for analysis.  

Where the FME notifies officers that there is not a condition, which may be due to some drug, the procedure ends and a sample of blood / urine must not be require. If there was evidence of impairment at the time of the offence, officers should consider reporting for Section 4 RTA 1988, Section 27 TaWA 1992 or Section 78 / Section 79 RaTSA 2003 on witness observations only.
13.
Power of Entry

There is no statutory power of entry in terms of:

· The RTA 1988 in Scotland;

· The Transport and Works Act 1992;

· The Railways and Transport Safety Act 2003.

Where a Constable has reasonable grounds to suspect an offence has been committed under the terms of this act and that the suspect is within the premises at the material time, common law provides a power of entry, by force if necessary, to facilitate the obtaining of and preservation of evidence. This includes obtaining a preliminary breath or drug test. In the absence of either of these requirements a warrant is required.

Officers will require to exercise discretion before seeking entry to premises, they will have to consider:

· Strength of their case; and,
· Nature of evidence on which their suspicions are based.

The courts will always have regard to the need to balance the public interest in the detection and suppression of crime with the individual’s rights.

Unconscious Driver 

This process can only be initiated if the person has been involved in a road accident. The Medical Practitioner in charge of the medical care of the accused can only object to blood being taken if they believe the procedure would be prejudicial to the proper care and treatment of the patient. This must be noted on form DD5 and in officer’s notebook / Mobile Device.
Where a blood sample is obtained:

· Complete DD5 up to the relevant section;

· The sample will be divided into two parts and sealed in the tamper proof evidence bags. Both bags will be placed into a third large Jiffy bag. This bag will then be retained as a production and stored in a refrigerator at a police station;

· The envelope will be clearly marked “Unconscious Driver Case - Not to be Opened Except on the Specific Instruction of ... (Officer in Charge of Case)”;

· Monitor patient’s condition and when conscious proceed as per PS Form DD5A: Alleged Contravention of Section 3A, 4 or 5 of the RTA 1988 (Driver Incapable of Giving Consent) (Force Form 126-035A), obtain authorisation from Medical Practitioner to interview;

· Request permission from the patient to have the sample analysed - submit for analysis. If declined, caution and charge with fail to give permission.

Suspect’s Vehicle

Where a suspect’s vehicle is required a production, it should be seized as per the Seizure of Vehicles SOP. If not required, the suspect’s property and vehicle should be secured. Where the suspect prefers, the vehicle can be removed from the locus, see Seizure of Vehicles SOP.

Where the suspect appears unfit through drink or drugs and a vehicle defect is suspected the vehicle should be examined by an authorised officer.

Vehicle Forfeiture Procedure

Diplomats

A person entitled to Diplomatic Immunity is exempt from any form of arrest or detention.

Where a police officer has grounds to require a preliminary breath or drug test, the driver should normally be invited to provide such a sample even if Diplomatic Immunity has already been claimed.

Should they refuse or if they have provided a positive specimen and then claim diplomatic immunity, they should be requested to attend at a Police Station so that their Diplomatic Status can be verified. This action is intended to prevent a recurrence of the original offence.

If a person claiming Diplomatic Immunity refuses to attend at a Police Station, contact Counter Terrorism (CT) support directly or via the Area Control Room (ACR), to verify their claim to immunity. Officers will receive appropriate guidance from these departments, as they have facilities for contacting the Diplomatic Protection Group in London (please see Section 23), who are available 24 / 7.

While at a Police Station, the person should be invited to provide a breath specimen for evidential analysis. The procedures in relation to blood and urine specimens, however, do not apply.

It is acknowledged that there can be no insistence that a person with Diplomatic Immunity take a breath test, nor should they be charged with any offence, in the event of a positive result or a refusal.

In the event of a person having Diplomatic Immunity giving a positive breath test or refusing to give a specimen and the police officers concerned feel it is unsafe for the Diplomat to proceed, every effort should be made to persuade the driver to attend voluntarily at the nearest Police Station on public safety grounds.

Proceedings are not to be taken against any person entitled to Diplomatic Immunity, but if it is alleged that a crime or offence has been committed by any such person, the facts are to be reported to the Procurator Fiscal immediately by telephone or, out with office hours, to the Duty Fiscal, by the Investigating Officer's supervisor.

A report on all the circumstances should be compiled and forwarded to Special Branch for consideration of onward transmission to the Co-ordinator of the Police National Index of Privileged Persons (SO16), Metropolitan Police, London. They, in turn, may notify the Foreign and Commonwealth Office, London for the attention of the Minister of State.

Pedal Cycles

A Constable may arrest without warrant a person committing an offence under Section 30 Road Traffic Act 1998. The Police are not empowered to require cyclists suspected of contravening Section 30 above, to provide a preliminary breath or drug test, or specimens of breath, blood or urine, under Sections 6 and 7 of the 1988 Act.

Any request to such a cyclist to provide a specimen for laboratory testing must, therefore, be made in terms similar to those used in requesting him to undergo medical examination and tests, namely he must be told that he is entitled to refuse, and that if he agrees, the result of the analysis of the specimen may be used in evidence.
