Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
How many drivers have been issued tickets who were exceeding the 50mph speed limit southbound on the M73 J1, Uddingston in the last three years and what was the average speed they were caught doing.
Firstly, with regards to data prior to September 2022, section 17 of the Act applies as the information sought is no longer held by Police Scotland.
For the period since, I estimate that it would cost well in excess of the current FOI cost threshold of £600 to process your request.  
I am therefore refusing to provide the information sought in terms of section 12(1) - Excessive Cost of Compliance.
To explain, we cannot search Conditional Offer of Fixed Penalty Notice (COFPN) data based on the name of the road where the offence took place - only the police area command, which is far wider.  
Every COFPN for the area would then have to be manually checked for any reference to the M63 - and any further reference to junction 1 specifically, although it is considered unlikely that level of detail would be recorded.
Given the numbers involved, this task would take well in excess of the 40 hours and £600 prescribed by the Scottish Ministers under the Act.
If it would be of interest, we could provide data for the QE area command, which covers the area highlighted below:
