Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
I am writing under the Freedom of Information Act 2000, to make a request for information relating to the use and membership of ShopWatch organisations throughout Edinburgh.
For this purpose, a ShopWatch scheme is defined by the NBCC 
Pub Watch and Shop Watch (nbcc.police.uk)
It is known that several schemes of this type operate in Edinburgh, therefore, I kindly request that you provide:
1. A list of all ShopWatch and/or equivalent schemes within Edinburgh, defined as any region with an EH postcode.
2. For each scheme, a list of all premises which are members. If a list of individual locations is not possible, a list of all business, or as many as possible, which are part of each scheme is sufficient.
3. The contact details for someone who may be contacted regarding each ShopWatch scheme.
If Police Scotland does not have access to this information, please refer me to an authority which is able to provide it.
The information sought is not held by Police Scotland and section 17 of the Act therefore applies.
By way of explanation, Shopwatch was a civilian administrated entity set up by businesses around the city centre.
Police Scotland did not hold any management role for the “Shopwatch” group and therefore do not have the historical information stored within our databases.

If you remain dissatisfied following our review response, you can appeal to the Office of the Scottish Information Commissioner (OSIC) within 6 months - online, by email or by letter (OSIC, Kinburn Castle, Doubledykes Road, St Andrews, KY16 9DS).
Following an OSIC appeal, you can appeal to the Court of Session on a point of law only.
