6. Could you provide all internal discussions about Police Scotland's invite to John Swinney's Scottish values summit on April 23, from between February 1 2025 and April 30 2025?
Unfortunately, I estimate that it would cost well in excess of the current FOI cost threshold of £600 to process your request.  I am therefore refusing to provide the information sought in terms of Section 12(1) of the Act – Excessive Cost of Compliance.
By way of explanation, we have no means by which all Force correspondence can be reviewed. We have over 20,000 officers and staff, each of whom have a personal email account and network drive storage. In addition, we have many group mailboxes and substantial shared network drive area, any of which could contain information of relevance to your request.
However, to be of assistance, if you would like to reassess your search parameters, for example to a specific person or department, please re-submit a new request which will be considered accordingly.
