Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
I am writing to make a request about electric vehicle charging points under the Freedom of Information Act. 
Please can you tell me for the calendar year to date how many incidents of a) theft and b) vandalism have been reported at EV charging points in your force area. Please specify if private (at someone’s home) or public charging points. 
Please provide the same information for 2024 and 2023
Unfortunately, I estimate that it would cost well in excess of the current FOI cost threshold of £600 to process your request.  I am therefore refusing to provide the information sought in terms of section 12(1) of the Act - Excessive Cost of Compliance.
To explain, we cannot search crime reports based on the nature of the stolen property, nor the type of property that was damaged / vandalised. To respond to your request, we would need to individually review all crime reports for vandalism, theft, theft by housebreaking etc. to determine whether it was relevant or not to your request.

Following an OSIC appeal, you can appeal to the Court of Session on a point of law only.
