Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
1. How much did Police Scotland pay out to CHIS agents each year from 2021-2024 with the purpose of protecting the public from the identified Single-Issue Terrorism threat anti-vaccination? 2. How many Criminal Conduct Authorisation (CCA) were granted to CHIS agents each year from 2021-2024 in relation to the identified Single-Issue Terrorism threat 'anti-vaccination'?
3. What's the maximum length of time an individual identified as 'anti-vaccination' has had covert surveillance deployed against them?
4. From 2021-2024 how many Criminal Conduct Authorisation (CCA) were granted with the intention of causing physical harm to individuals identified as 'anti-vaccination'? 
Unfortunately, I estimate that it would cost well in excess of the current FOI cost threshold of £600 to process your request.  I am therefore refusing to provide the information sought in terms of section 12(1) of the Act - Excessive Cost of Compliance.
By way of explanation, the research would involve going through every single source profile for the prescribed period to retrieve those which meet the criteria of your request. This would require a systematic search on all applications, reviews, renewals, cancellations, all unsanitised material, all policy logs and all rewards pertaining to each source profile. An exercise which I estimate would far exceed the cost limit set out in the Fees Regulations.
