Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
I have been asked by the residents’ association of Greenbank Village West to try to establish how many times the emergency services have been called to the above area since January 2023.  The area in question is bordered by Firrhill Crescent, Scottish Adoption and Fostering and Syme Rigg (postcodes are EH10 and EH14) and we have considerable problems with antisocial behaviour, especially fires, hence the request.  We would like to take this to the community council.
I have interpreted your request as incidents involving antisocial behaviour.  
I can confirm since January 2023, there have been 23 incidents of this nature where the Police have attended.  
There were various different antisocial behaviour type incidents, all involving youths, with 12 of them being in relation to fires.  
All statistics are provisional and should be treated as management information.
Data was extracted from Police Scotland systems and are correct as of 1st October 2025.
Data was extracted using the incident's raised date and police attendance.		
Incidents were mapped to postcode EH10 5GE, EH10 5GD, EH14 1ED & EH10 5GJ.
Error and transferred incidents have been removed.
