· Misuse of Drugs Act 1971
· Health Act 2006
· Controlled Drugs (Supervision of Management and Use) Regulations 2006
· Misuse of Drugs (Safe Custody) Regulations 1973
· Misuse of Drugs Regulations 2001
· Medicines Act 1968
Additionally, cases involving the misappropriation of controlled drugs are often investigated under the Theft Act 1968.
CDLOs frequently collaborate with police colleagues and investigators on inquiries beyond their specific mandate.
Police Scotland does not have a Controlled Drug Liaison Officer (CDLO) in post.  
The post of CDLO is not statutory.
