Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
I wish to request all information including emails, details of any reports, anything at all between Police Scotland and Fife Council, Or from Fife Council to Police Scotland in relation to gypsy travellers and unauthorised encampments in Cowdenbeath Fife from May 2024 to date.
Unfortunately, I estimate that it would cost well in excess of the current FOI cost threshold of £600 to process your request.  I am therefore refusing to provide the information sought in terms of section 12(1) of the Act - Excessive Cost of Compliance.
To explain, Police Scotland is a considerably vast organisation therefore to accurately collate all correspondence requested would be a huge undertaking. It would require us to reach out to each division to request that all documentation, emails or discussions be identified and provided. Additionally, each area has their own shared drives, which would require checking for documentation, along with every individual’s mailbox and any departmental mailboxes. This is clearly an exercise that far exceeds to cost threshold set out within the Act.

Following an OSIC appeal, you can appeal to the Court of Session on a point of law only.
