I would like to request the following under the Freedom of Information (Scotland) Act 2002:
1. Super-Complaint on Police Handling of Stalking
If Police Scotland was consulted, provided evidence, or responded in any capacity to the joint super-complaint on police handling of stalking, submitted by the Suzy Lamplugh Trust and investigated by HMICFRS, the College of Policing, and the IOPC, I would be grateful for:
· Any internal summaries, memos, or documentation prepared in response to the super-complaint;
· Any correspondence with the College of Policing, HMICFRS, or other relevant oversight bodies concerning the complaint;
· Any policy or practice reviews undertaken as a result of the super-complaint’s recommendations;
· Any evidence Police Scotland submitted or statements made in relation to the themes of stalking victim protection, misidentification, or inappropriate use of resolutions.
I understand that the super-complaint framework primarily applies to forces in England and Wales. If Police Scotland did not participate or was not consulted, a brief confirmation of that would be appreciated.
The information sought is not held by Police Scotland and section 17 of the Act therefore applies.
By way of explanation, the ‘Super Complaint on Police Handling of Stalking’ was restricted to forces in England and Wales.
