Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
Please provide the number of reports since 2014 where consent to sexual activity may have been vitiated by deception about a person's sex, and the number which resulted in charges being brought.   
Please also provide the same information about reports where the accused claims a transgender identity. 
Unfortunately, I estimate that it would cost well in excess of the current FOI cost threshold of £600 to process your request.  I am therefore refusing to provide the information sought in terms of section 12(1) of the Act - Excessive Cost of Compliance.
By way of explanation, we would have to individually review the circumstances of all sexual assault and rape cases.  There are no markers to indicate that deception as regards to gender was a factor.

Following an OSIC appeal, you can appeal to the Court of Session on a point of law only.
