Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
Would like all data on complains made to police on drug related crimes and anti-social behaviour in the Newton green in Ayr Scotland area over pass 12 months.
After an extensive search of Police Scotland records, I can confirm that there are zero records of antisocial behaviour incidents or drug related crimes with a recorded locus of Newton Green, Ayr. 
Therefore, the information sought is not held by Police Scotland and section 17 of the Act applies.
It should be noted however that the only locus of relevance identifiable as ‘Newton Green’ we could search on was Newton Green Cemetery.
If by ‘Newton Green’ you are referring to a local area known as such, which is not perhaps recognised by our systems, I would suggest you consider a further request with a more detailed description of the area you are referring to.
A list of street names/ postcodes or a map would suffice.
