Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
I am looking to find out, how many times the Kessock Bridge in Inverness has been closed due to 'concern for person' incident from the 6th of January 2025 to the 31st of August 2025. 
Firstly, I should advise that we have carried out a manual review of all ‘Concern for Person’ incident located to Kessock Bridge in Inverness between 06 January – 31 August 2025. 
It should be noted that the search was conducted for the incident type ‘Concern for Person’ only, however different incident types can also be selected depending on the circumstances reported, working knowledge and experience of the staff members. Furthermore, the incident updates advising of a closure would rely on police officers notifying the Area Control Room to update the incident. Therefore, the figures provided may not be a true reflection of the data being requested. 
From this review, I can confirm that 3 incident reports refer to carriageways being closed.
