Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
The number of police call-outs/ incidents recorded at the Spring Gardens Hostel at 27-29 Spring Gardens, Edinburgh, EH8 8HU during the period 1/10/2020 to 1/10/2025.
If available, please provide a breakdown of the figures by calendar year.
If possible within the cost/time limits, please also categorise the incidents (e.g. disturbance, assault, theft, etc.).
I’m afraid that when a locus enquired about is a specific residential property, details of any incidents reported would amount to the personal data of the residents.
Personal data - where it is assessed that disclosure would contravene the data protection principles as defined in the Act - is exempt from disclosure in terms of section 38(1)(b) of the Act. 
The exemptions outlined at sections 34(1)(b) and 35(1)(a)&(b) of the Act also apply on the basis that any information held would be held for the purpose of an investigation, and disclosure would prejudice the law enforcement functions of the force.
In terms of section 18 of the Act, I am therefore refusing to confirm or deny whether the information sought is held by Police Scotland as the public interest overwhelmingly lies in protecting individuals’ right to privacy and honouring their expectation of confidentiality.
